How to Drain & Precharge a Galvanized Water Storage Tank
1) Bypass any water conditioning equipment i.e. water softener / iron filter. Most have a bypass on the back of the filter.
2) Turn off electrical power to well pump.
3) Open an outside faucet, laundry tub faucet or boiler drain.  Leave the faucet open.
4) Using an air compressor add air to the tank through the snifter valve. A snifter valve or Schrader valve is just like a car tire valve stem, usually located on the tank or near the pressure switch. See note.
5) Add air to tank until air is coming out of the faucet. Once air is coming out of the faucet than close the water supply valve to the house, normally located near the tank.
6) Add or release air from tank to attain 25lbs. pressure. This is your pre-charge.
7) Turn power on to well pump. The pump should start to fill the tank immediately. Do Not open valve to house until the well pump shuts off.  (Usually 60PSI)
8) After the well pump turns off, slowly open water supply valve to house. Run water at faucet until air is purged from the water line and water is clean. This could take several minutes depending on the age of the tank and the amount of sediment buildup in the tank.
9) Once the water is clean return the filtration equipment to service.
NOTE: At no time during the air charging process should the pressure be allowed to exceed 75PSI. This can cause the tank to rupture causing severe injury! Please use caution. If you are unsure please call for an appointment and we can Taylor these instructions to your individual needs.
